The Truth became flesh and lived among us and is the very Essence of God. 

The Truth created all things that are visible and invisible.  

The Truth cannot substantiate a lie, nor have any fellowship with a liar.  

The Truth had no beginning and has no end, He is Holy, Eternal and is God. 
 

But you say:  

I thought God was Love.   

I thought God was Grace. 

I thought God was Mercy.  

I thought God was All Powerful. 

These are ALL the Things that make up what God is to His Creation, but the Truth is what makes 
every Human Being hunger for God, and quenches that unquenchable thirst for knowledge and 
wisdom. 

Truth is the reality of Christ, and under Him comes the basis for all Truth; and this Truth is Eternal 
Life and Everlasting Peace. 

When the Lord says that, “My Ways are not your ways”, and that He is above us in ALL manner 
of being; we do not comprehend that it means He is incomprehensible to us. To be Above your 
Ways means that you are not at the same level; that you do not share in totality with Him, that 
you cannot ever comprehend the True Essence of God, that even given an Eternity of gazing 
upon His Glory, we will never be able to absorb or see the completeness of God in any manner.

Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego witnessed it when the 
Lord appeared in the midst of the fiery furnace they had been thrown into and saved them from 
being burned up alive. Elijah saw it when the Fiery Presence of God came down and consumed 
the Offerings of the prophets of Baal. The Apostles saw it with the Transfiguration when the 
Shekinah came upon and through Yeshua on the mountain. The two Roman Soldiers saw it 
when the Son of God stepped out of death and into Life and the Presence of God shown brighter 
than the sun in the midst of His Crucifixion Tomb. Saul of Tarsus saw it on the road to Damascus 
when Yeshua appeared to him as a Fiery Light brighter than the Mid-Day sun. The Apostles and 
many witnesses saw it on the Day of Pentecost, when the Holy Spirit was given back to mankind 
and the Glory of God came upon their heads and the Secret Truths about God were now being 
revealed. 

As humans we are born into sin, our minds are constantly filled with humanistic doubt and we are 
encapsulated in the five senses of our being. It is indeed a miracle that any of us ever receive 
Yeshua ADONAI into our hearts and the knowledge of the Truth be received into our conscience 
minds.  

There is not enough good works or positive motivation that any one of us can do to put a crown 
of glory on our heads. Not in a lifetime of service towards any measure of charity or the amount 
of giving of one’s own wealth can this appease the nature of our sinful character in the Eyes of 
God.
