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What is Death  (Ken Walston – Kenna Outreach) 
 
To every Liar who gives false testimony to the Truth, I can without doubt, tell you that you will 
give an account very shortly to the One Who Is and Who Was, and Who Is to Come Again.  You 
Shall be on your knees, confessing that He is Lord and God!  And your confession will not save 
you at that time, in fact it will condemn you, for you will have fallen into Utter Darkness and 
Eternal Damnation!  
 
To all who know the Truth and proclaim His Name to the Glory of God the Father, I can without 
any doubt, assure you that you Shall pass from the darkness of this life, into the Glorious Light of 
His Eternal Presence. That God Shall lift you up and give you His Eternal Life, which Lives 
Forever (Time Without End). 
 
But, for those who are Liars and who defame the Name which is Above All Names, yours will be 
an Eternity outside of His Glorious Presence, you will be cast into Utter Darkness, with the 
Powers of Darkness waiting the Final Day of Judgement.  Yours will be one of Eternal Death and 
Separation from Life, cast into the Lake of Fire Forever (Time Without End).
